

Board Meeting Minutes 12-1-10
Meeting was called to order at Jory’s house at 7:05 p.m.

Attending: Jo, Michael, Rene, Felix, Steve, Susan, Jory, Gwen

Minutes of last meeting were approved.

Training and Education: Jory would like some assistance in doing this job. Since there is no specific time request, no one board member is able to commit. But Jory will call on any available board member for help in coordinating the various clinics.

A low brace clinic is scheduled for Dec. 18. This class will be especially helpful to members who are planning to take the Deception Class clinic in January. Place to be determined. Possibilities are the mouth of the Dungeness River or Cline Spit, perhaps in conjunction with the regular Saturday Paddle.

Surf zone clinic: Deb has expressed interest in teaching this class, but has not given any specific details. We will shoot for a date in March at Salt Creek. Jory will look at tides and determine the best date.

Planning a day paddle will be the subject of our next general meeting program on Jan. 12. Rene will check to see if Vern Burton has internet access and Jo will provide a projector. Individual members may also bring their laptops and follow along or suggest their favorite useful websites. If there is no internet access at Vern Burton, we will either move the meeting to a different location or go with a back-up presentation and schedule Planning a Day Paddle as a clinic.

Treasurer’s Report: none, as the Treasurer just returned to town.
Costs of Port-a-Potty maintenance should decrease in winter due to less usage.

Pool Session: December 12. Last pool session produced $90. (Our cost is $150.) but a total of about 15 people attended. Some of the people used their one free pass, so income should improve soon.

It was suggested we send an email announcing that we will be doing self-rescue and T-rescue demonstrations at the pool session. This will encourage members to come and watch, and perhaps get in the pool.

Steve announced that his launch site list is officially finished. Felix will have Christy post it on the website under “Cool Places to Paddle.”

Full Moon Paddle will be Dec. 21 at 4:30 at Port Williams, weather permitting.

Other business:

Mike expressed the need for more signers to be added to the checking account, since board members will be changing next year. Gwen and Susan filled out forms to be added as signers.

Chuck still has not paid dues and did not show up for this board meeting. Felix moved to open Chuck’s board position. It was approved unanimously. Request for a volunteer will happen at the next general meeting.

Christmas Party: the question of whether non OPP members could attend the party was brought up again. Although the board decided last meeting that the Christmas party would be open to only OPP members and immediate family, the hosts are not comfortable with that decision. The board chose to keep the current location and allow non-members per our hosts rather than change the venue at this late date.

Christmas party hosts usually receive a gift basket as a thank-you. It was suggested that this year a $25. gift certificate  be given instead. Approved.
