

Board Meeting, 3-2-11

Attending: Felix, Jory, Steve, Gwen, Rene, Jo, Susan, Mike

Meeting was called to order at 7:23 p.m.

2012 Chili Ride: 
Shall we agree to sponsor the Chili Ride again next year and pay the deposit for Camp David?

Michael expressed concern that we would be obligating the club and board to something for which the majority of current board members would not be responsible. It was decided that any board would be authorized to make the decision. Moved and approved that we pay the deposit for next year’s Chili Ride.

2011 Chili Ride: Rene will coordinate clean-up duties. He’ll contact Bill and Nan about sign-up sheets at check-in. The white elephant gift exchange will be after dinner Saturday. Jory will coordinate. Jory will also coordinate board games including games that are already there and those people bring with them.

Felix is authorized to buy up to six bottles of wine at < $10. per bottle to use as prizes for the food contests. 

Port Angeles Kayak Symposium: Jory will confirm with the symposium coordinator that OPP can have a booth, preferably near the check-in booth. Susan will do two photo posters for display and publicity in the booth. We need volunteers to help staff the OPP booth. Sign-up sheet will be at the Mar. 9 general meeting. Jory will also clarify with symposium coordinator whether OPP is organizing the Sunday morning kayak race. If so, we’ll need prizes from Dave. Michael has a box of supplies left from previous races. He’ll check to see what we need and what we have.
Chris Duff donation: The board recommends we donate $250. to Chris Duff for his Scotland to Iceland trip. Membership will be asked for approval at the Mar. 9 meeting. Gwen will present this.

OPP membership in other clubs: Felix noticed there were items in this year’s budget on which money was not yet spent, such as membership in Washington Water Trails, Surf Riders and $100. in symposium prizes.  The feeling is that membership in other clubs would be good publicity for OPP. Nothing much has happened with Washing Water Trails in our area and Bruce Giddens, the county contact, seems to be avoiding us. Rene will research what kind of memberships are available in WWT and Surf Riders for organizations rather than individuals.

Club dues: OPP’s fiscal year runs May 1 – April 30. There was some discussion about what incentives work best to get members to pay promptly. General consensus is that the pool pass works best with our club ethic. In order to help with record keeping, it was moved and passed each membership (not individual) paid before April 30 will be give one printed coupon for a free pool session.  Treasurer will send out coupons when dues are received.  Felix will email a reminder about dues and announce it at the April meeting. We also need everyone to sign an updated waiver each year.

Facebook: We now have 29 people on the page. Some of those are not OPP members, and some are multiple individuals on one membership. Felix suggested that we have a board position responsible for keeping the Facebook page updated, doing maintenance and publicizing its existence. Susan will send another email to remind people that we’re on Facebook.
March General Meeting: Dwight, Jim and Nan will present a talk on their trip to Nuchatlitz Island. 
The scheduled presenter for April will be John Lockwood of Pygmy Kayaks talking about the British Columbia coast. Possibly Washington Water Trails will be available for May or June.

Misc. business: 
It was suggested that we get Nigel Foster to do some classes.

We need to get specific information from Deb on the surf zone clinic: where and when?

It was suggested that we ask Helen Wilson to do a Greenland paddle bracing clinic.

Potential board members for next year: Current board members reported the responses of people they approached. Bruce and Nan are willing.  John W. and Cecil are possibilities (that is, they didn’t say no.) Ken, Ellen, John F., Bill, Marty and Kathy are not available. Dwight and Stan are very concerned about our lack of liability insurance so will not serve.
